� Boxborough has 22 DEP regulated public water systems registered with the town.  (These are privately owned.)  The Health Department was unable to estimate the % this represents.


� Charlton:  This is a very rough estimate.  Southbridge currently supplies part of Charlton with public water.  Logistics for increasing this supply are currently being worked out.


� Groton has two separate public water suppliers (one municipal, and one privately owned).  The Groton Water Department has 3 town wells which provide water to approximately 40% of the area serviced by the municipal system.  Approximately 90% of the West Groton Water District uses public water.


� Stow has DEP regulated public wells for the Town and school buildings.
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
